POLLING DISTRICT AND POLLING PLACES REVIEW 2024
PROPOSALS FOR CONSULTATION

The Council, in conjunction with (Acting) Returning Officer(s), has carried out a review of the polling districts and polling places used in the Borough in order to assess their suitability.  The principal aim of the review is to ensure that all polling stations are as accessible as possible, and that we are using the most reasonable facilities available for voting as are practicable.  Comments on the review were invited between 31 July 2024 and 12 September 2024.
The review found that the majority of polling places are still the best available, and in those cases no changes are proposed.  In addition, no changes are proposed to the current polling districts.  However, there is one polling place where an alternate site must be identified as the current building is due to be demolished: i.e. the Huyton Resources Centre for Older People.  It is proposed that this polling place be replaced with either the RAFA Club on Ellison Grove, Huyton, L36 9GA or alternatively (should that building be unavailable to the Council for this purpose) the Huyton Library on Civic Way, Huyton, L36 9GD.
